Cliff Rieders Named Super Lawyer 16" Year in a Row

Rieders is admitted in Pennsylvania, New York, the District of
Columbia, and practices in numerous federal courts including the Supreme Court of the
United States. The attorney is a life member of the American Law Institute which writes
proposed guidelines for laws in all 50 states in the union.

The attorney has been recognized for his academic accomplishments as well. He
has authored a variety of textbooks and pamphlets on legal topics, and lectured to many

distinguished lawyer groups.
